They are now spreading in 4,
villages around the towns like Kakopather, DoomDooma,Makum, Margherita, Digbe,
Tinsukia, Panitola, Chabua, Dibrugarh, etc. Despite long process of assimilation With othe
communities and transformation of their culture, they have been retaining many aspects o
thewr old cultural —ethnic art, music, dance, language and above all, social and eConomy
systems. Thus, they are still a distinct community with all traditional norms in their life ~<tvle
and culture,

The Morans have a long history in the north —eastern part of our country. They hy
their own polity at the time of advent of the Ahoms '. After the coming of the Ahoms, they
contributed largely for expansion and consolidation of the Ahom power in Assam. They wen
the first people whom Sukapha had won over to his side by a policy of peace and conciliaticn”
During the Moamoriya rebellion in the late | 8" century they also fought for justice, freedee
and human equality and finally succeeded in carving out an autonomous territory for themsehva
at Tinsukia. But this state was finally occupied by the colonial government. With the annexatxe
of their kingdom by the British in 1839 the Morans had been reduced to virtual penury ané
subjected o untold miseries during the British rule. The British government introdued 1
new political and social policy which was not familiar with the ethnic groups of Assam. I
did not pay attention to the development of the socio- economic. political and cultural condioe
of the aboriginal people of Assam.

country. As known from Assamese chronicles, at the time of
arrival of Sukapha at the Brahmaputra valley, the Morans
were ruling over the southeastern part of present Sivasagar
district. They were the first people whom Sukapha had won
over to his side by a policy of peace and conciliation®.In the
reign of Suhunmung the descendants of the Morans were
established in responsible positions in different parts of the
kingdom®. The Moran people were experts in catching and
training elephant. So the Ahom elephantry was practically
monopolized by them. Being strong and stout they were brave
warriors, they also contributed a major share to the man
power of the Ahom army. Thus the Morans played an
important role in the expansion and consolidation of the
Ahom power in Assam. The Ahom kings used the Morans in
various other activities through the paik and khel system.The
most prominent of the khels formed by them were that of the
Hatichungi, Rangjoganiya Dharibowas Maujogoniyas etc.

Thus the Morans with their forest resources were
gradually became properties of the state .Earlier these
belonged to themselves, now it were they who themselves
